Grade & Unit: 7th Grade Social Studies – World War II 



Duration: 2 Weeks  

Enduring Understanding: We are part of a global community; decisions made in one area impact people throughout the world. The U.S.’s role in the world has changed over time and that decisions about when to become involved in international affairs often lead to political debate. 
Essential Question(s): Part 1 of Unit: Is war avoidable? What is worth fighting for? What is the appropriate role of the United States in world affairs? Part 2 of Unit: Is a democracy that suspends freedoms a contradiction? How does the media shape our view of the world and of ourselves? What responsibilities do we have to others in the world?

	Holocaust: the government-sponsored systematic persecution and murder of European Jews and others (including  gypsies, homosexuals, persons with disabilities, etc.) by Nazi Germany and its collaborators between 1933 and 1945.
Anti-Semitism: prejudice against or hatred of Jews

ration: noun- a fixed amount of food, fuel, or other commodity allowed to each person; verb-to limit the amount of food, fuel, or other commodity

3. Preview Activity (5 min): Analyze “The Marshall Plan & You”. Make a prediction about the Marshall plan.
