	How did the people of the past make contributions that influence the present?
To what extent is success determined by the ability to adapt to your environment?
	Pre- Assessment: 
· How will students show that they have the required background-knowledge to complete the lesson? 
· How will previous student learning data be used to differentiate instruction?
	Students will complete a Pre-Assessment that measures their knowledge of how the ancient Romans lived and worked. 

Data will be used to group students heterogeneously and direct teacher intervention to the students who require additional assistance.

	Mastery Objective(s):

	Framing the Learning/Warm Up/Activator:

Time Frame:
5 minutes

	Teacher reads the essential question and asks students to answer the question.
Teacher has students complete a Think Pair Share and circulates to monitor and provide verbal feedback.
Teacher facilitates whole class discussion using random reporter.

Teacher will remind students of the previous learning of the vocabulary word adapt.

	Students will answer the essential question in their SS Notebooks.
Students discuss with their partner the answer that they wrote down.
Students will be selected at random to share their responses.
Students actively listen and answer questions requiring background knowledge.
	Students will work in pairs to share and refine response. 
Teacher uses appropriate Wait Time when calling on students.


	Active Instruction: 
· How will teacher(s) explicitly present information, model and instruct students towards mastery of the lesson objective(s)?

Time Frame:
15 minutes

	Teacher provides students with the vocabulary words and definitions-via Smart Board. Teacher reads aloud.
Teacher presents lesson using a ppt. and reads aloud Human Characteristics section pp. 60-61 of SS Textbook.
Teacher provides time for students to discuss information underlined with their partner and circulates room to provide necessary feedback.

Teacher facilitates whole class discussion using random reporter.
	Students actively listen and provide real life examples based on their background knowledge using Turn and Talk.
Students follow along and underline the different jobs found in ancient Rome. 
Students discuss their findings with partner. Students will record the 3 Human Characteristics on their graphic organizer.
Students randomly selected share the answer discussed.
	Students provided with visual aid-ppt. presentation with pictures of key vocabulary.
Students are provided with a graphic organizer with key vocabulary included.
Students will work with partner.


	Practice:

Time Frame:
20 minutes

	Teacher provides instruction to students on the group activity.
Teacher monitors learning and provides ongoing feedback to each group.

The questions provided differ in complexity, which will assist in all group members participating effectively.
	Students will work in groups and read pp. 62-63 The Roman Empire and discuss questions provided by the teacher.
Students will record information in the “ways they adapted to their environment section” of their graphic organizer.

	Groups are formed based on mixed levels. The discussion questions are scaffolded with key vocabulary included on the graphic organizer.

	Summarizing/Anchoring the Learning:  
· How will the learning be summarized?
· How will the learning be connected to the MO and EQ?  

Time Frame:

 10 minutes

	Teacher facilitates full class discussion of the questions over The Roman Empire group activity.
	For each Human Characteristic (job) students will explain how the Romans were adapting to their surroundings and how their contributions have influenced how we do things today.
	Exit ticket may have sentence stems and Human Characteristics provided.
